Scene Speed: Increases or decreases the speed of the current scene in the current zone. A different speed can be chosen 
separately for each scene. 
 
Zones: Choose a Zone (A,B,C,D,E or Global [ ]). Then select a scene or mode to trig in the selected zone.
